\ Night Sheets

Night sheets shall be made of inherently non-flammable material or of a material
satisfactorily treated or rendered non-inflammable. These must be to Class 1 spread of
flame or the appropriate textile or plastic standard. Materials suitable for the purpose
and meeting the Local Authority requirements as to fireproofing are available on site.

While stands are in use during the open period of the show, night sheets shall be kept
in positions where they do not cause an obstruction or interrupt line of sight, although
they are rolled.

For those companies using shell scheme, night sheets are available for hire from the
official contractors, Melville Exhibition Services.

Where employed, arrangements must be made for the storage of the sheets within the
area of the stand during the hours the Show is open. They may not be left, although
rolled, in any position where they will cause an obstruction or interrupt line of sight.
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Storage

Empty crates/cases or packing material may not be stored on or behind stands or
offices and there is no location within the Premises for storage. Arrangements should
be made with the appropriate haulage contractor/lifting contractor to provide a
suitable short-term warehouse facility.

In the event of an Exhibitor infringing any of these Terms and Conditions, imie on
behalf of Cards Inc. reserves the right to cancel the Exhibitor’s allotment without any
liability attached to imie, Cards Inc. or its representatives in any way whatsoever.

Installation and Decoration of Stands

Solicitation

Sales or promotion of any kind by Exhibitors and visitors is limited to specific stand
areas of the Show halls only. Sales or promotion of any kind outside of these areas,
including but not limited to: aisles, public spaces and catering areas is strictly
prohibited and will result in the offender’s removal from the Show without refund.

Minimum Stand fittings
Outside of the Dealer Area, Applicants for space 20 sgm or less in any area of the
show will be allocated a shell scheme stand or directed to a suitable stand contractor.

All space only stands MUST, at the Exhibitor’'s expense, have a minimum standfitting
requirement of floor covering to occupy the whole of the stand area and suitable
dividing walls between stands including back walls, both to be a minimum height that
relates to the height regulations.

The minimum permissible size for space only stands is 21 sgm, unless otherwise
negotiated with imie.

All Space Only stands on the perimeter of the hall MUST have back walls and suitable
dividing walls between stands to a minimum height that relates to the height
regulations.

Noise Control
All entertainment features, stands or exhibits must not, at any time, emit
unreasonable and unacceptable levels of noise and will be subject to the following:

General background noise may not exceed 70dB as measured from any edge of the
stand.

Entertainment features may exceed a maximum of 80dB for no longer than 15
minutes in any one given hour, again measured from any edge of the stand boundary.

imie or its appointed agents, will measure decibel levels at regular intervals and take
the appropriate action, should the decibel level exceed this prescribed level.

Microphone Announcements

Section 26, sub section 3), it is a legal requirement to secure a licence whenever
music videos are played in public.

Video Performance Ltd (VPL) administers the right to broadcast and publicly perform
music videos and the right to dub (i.e. copy or duplicate) music videos for those
purposes. Licences are required for all such uses of music video, even in the event that
only the visual element is seen (without the sound) or the audio element is heard
(without the visual). VPL represents its members on a non-exclusive basis for
broadcast and has assisted (exclusive) rights for public performance and dubbing.
