Funding for both fellowship schemes will cover salary and research expenses,
which may include scientific support staff. Up to two awards will be offered in
2008, which could be awarded for either the Breakthrough Clinician Scientist
Fellowship or the Breakthrough Senior Clinical Academic Fellowship.

Breakthrough Clinical Researchers will focus on any one, or a combination of,
the scientific areas outlined in Breakthrough's Research Strategy, which can
be obtained from Breakthrough’s research website.
